Nobreza

Jussara Silveira and Luiz Brasil

Gal Costa once said that Jussara Silveira was one of the three best women singers of her generation and Arnaldo Antunes has said she sings with an “extreme emotional density that does not give way to drama.” The press in Bahia calls her “the cool singer from Salvador” and Vogue magazine judged her “the best female singer you’ve never hear of.” José Miguel Wisnik, a composer from São Paulo, praised her as one of his iconic singers.  Praise like this has marked the career of singer Jussara Silveira.

Luiz Brasil’s career as guitarrist, producer and arranger is also much praised.  Luiz was defined by singer-composer Caetano Veloso, with whom he worked for ten years, as one of the most brilliant musicians active today.  His talent has been used to accompany such stars as Maria Bethânia, Gal Costa, Gilberto Gil, Ivete Sangalo, Elba Ramalho, Marisa Monte and Luciano Pavarotti.  He won the Multishow Award for producing Cassia Eller’s album “Acústico MTV”.  The acclaimed Japanese musician Riuychi Sakamoto and wind instrument player Carlos Malta, among others, participated in Luiz’s first solo disc, “Brasilêru”.

Jussara Silveira and Luiz Brasil have been friends and partners for a long time.  This time, they share the stage in a concert entitled “Nobreza”, the name of the song by Djavan with which they open.  The concert includes selected songs for this simple but rich voice and guitar formation.  The repertoire includes songs from different times and composers, like “Os Passistas”, by Caetano Veloso, and “Quem Há de Dizer”, by Lupicínio Rodrigues, as well as songs recorded by Jussara in her three solo albums: “Congênito” (Luis Melodia), “Ludo Real” (Vinícius Cantuária and Chico Buarque) and “Dama de Cassino (Caetano Veloso), from the “Jussara Silveira” album of 1997; “Vou Ver Juliana” and “Lá Vem a Baiana”, from “Canções de Caymmi”, 1998; and “Menino Meu (César Mendes, Luiz Brasil and Arnaldo Antunes), from “Jussara”, released in 2002.
“We are very much in tune, in our musical ideas”, Jussara says.  “We chose songs that allow us to explore the nuances of Jussara’s voice and my guitar, in different ways,” Luiz explains.  With this philosophy, the two have included in their concert repertory “Cara Limpa” (Paulo Vanzolini), “A Mulher Barbada” (Adriana Calcanhoto), “Baião de Quatro Toques” (José Miguel Wisnik and Luiz Tatit), “Argila” (Carlinhos Brown), “Eu Vou Te Esquecer” (Beto Pelegrino and Ariston), “Braço de Mar” (Quito Ribeiro) and a Brazilian version of “Moonlight Serenade” (Glenn Miller/Mitchell Parish) that Jussara and Luiz recorded for the soundtrack of a telenovela, “Alma Gêmea”.
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
